4. Bachelor Degree Programme

The University offers Bachelor Degree Programmes (BDP) for fourteen Elective
Subjects at Honours level from three different stream of studies viz. Arts, Commerce
and Science. For arts stream there are seven elective subjects which are Bengali
(EBG), English (EEG), History (EHI), Economics (EEC), Political Science (EPS),
Public Administration (EPA) and Sociology (ESO). For science stream University
offers six subjects those are Physics (EPH), Chemistry (ECH), Mathematics (EMT),
Botany (EBT), Zoology (EZO) and Geography (EGR). Only Commerce (ECO) is
offered from the commerce stream. Student is free to choose any elective subjects
as mentioned above which is equivalent to the Honours/Major courses of all other
conventional Universities. However, depending on the choice of the elective subjects
the student can opt for one subsidiary subject (consisting of three papers each of
100 marks). In addition to this she/he have to take four compulsory subjects
(Foundation Course), one Application Oriented subject (AOC) and Environmental
Studies (ENVS). The permissible combinations of studies have been detailed in the
subsequent sections.

9. Admission to BDP Courses

Admission Process:

Every year NSOU conduct an online admission process for July session, through
which applicants, fulfilling the minimum eligibility criteria, can opt for one BDP course
among fourteen different courses from Arts, Science and Commerce as mentioned
earlier.

Following steps may be followed for admission [Applicants are advised to go
through the admission notification (for steps to be followed and general
guideline) carefully, before filling up the admission form]:

1. Fill-up and submit online application form along with recent scanned Passport
Size photograph and Signature.

2. Take printout of the filled-in Application Form and Bank Challan (who will pay
through Bank Challan).

3. Attach photocopy of necessary supporting documents with the filled-in computer
generated Application Form and report to selected Study Centre during its working
hours to have it checked and verified by the Study Centre authority. After verification
of documents Study Centre authority will put their official stamp in the filled-in
Application Form and also on the Bank Challan (who will pay through Bank
Challan).

4. Pay the course fees through online or offline method.

5. Visit our admission portal to check the payment status and take printout of
payment receipt.

6. Visit Study Centre along with the computer generated Application Form,
Supporting Documents (Original and Photocopy), Payment Receipt and
Bank Challan (University Copy)/ Online Payment Receipt (Photocopy) and
collect a copy of the University Prospectus from the Study Centre. The
prospectus contains a perforated enrolment form which is to be filled up
by the applicant. This is required for generation of enrolment certificate.

9.1. General Guideline

Incomplete and Late Applications: Submission of incomplete and late admission
forms/ renewal / examination forms and forms furnishing false information or any
type of tampering with form and in supporting document can be rejected forthwith
without any intimation to the candidates. The candidates are, therefore, advised to
fill the relevant columns carefully and enclose authenticated copies of all necessary
certificates asked for, and submit the form on or before due date.

Simultaneous Registration: A student is permitted to take admission for only one
Bachelor Degree Programme (BDP) of NSOU during his/her tenure of enrolment in
the University. Any violation of this rule will lead to cancellation of the candidature
of the students concerned and in such cases no fees will be refunded. However, a
student of the BDP course can take simultaneous admission in one Diploma/
Certificate/ Training Programme of the University. But, in the event of any clash of
dates arises in counselling and/or examinations schedule between the two
programmes taken, the University will not be in a position to make any adjustments
for its mitigation.

Change of Study Centre: Application for change of Study Centre after taking
admission can be made together with a fee of Rs. 500/- (payable through DD drawn
in favour of Netaji Subhas Open University payable at Kolkata). Such application will
be considered under circumstances like change of place of service, shifting of family
and change of marital status only with documentary evidence.

Subject Change: Application for change of subject after admission in BDP course
will not be entertained under any circumstances. The candidates should, therefore,
be very careful as regards the choice of course/subject of study before taking
admission.

Cancellation of Candidature / Awarded Degree: If at any point of time during
or after enrolment a student found to have furnishing false information, his/her
candidature/ studentship will be immediately cancelled and fees paid by the said
student shall not be refunded.

If furnishing of false information is detected even after award of degree, the said
degree will be immediately cancelled.

Note: Course fees, Admission fees, Renewal fees, Examination fees once paid will
not be refunded (for further refund policy visit our admission website).
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10. Renewal Rules

The studentship of a candidate will be void if the candidate fails to renew his/her
studentship by paying the course fees in due time as mentioned in the Fees Structure.
Every year the University opens its online renewal portal
(www.wbnsouadmissions.com) for 3 to 4 months for the BDP students to enable
them to renew their studentship.

NB:

Paying of course fees, renewal fees and examination fees as mentioned in the
Fees Structure is mandatory to appear in the Term-End Examination.

Students are advised to preserve all the payment receipt related to any fees
submission, as and when notified by the University, for future reference.

11. Study Materials

The University provides its students Self Instructional Materials (SIM) written in
Bengali for all subjects, to be studied and learnt by them at their convenience. An
enrolled student can collect his/ her SIM from the respective study centre. For few
courses the softcopy of the SIMs are available in the NSOU website:
www.wbnsou.ac.in. Students can download the softcopy.

12. Methods of Instruction

The University makes use of several methods to provide maximum possible exposures
of the students to the course-contents and to each instructional programme. To
start with, printed SLMs/ SIMs (Self Learning Materials/Self Instructional Materials)
packages and contact programmes involving face-to-face interaction with academic
counsellors are available. Eventually Audio-materials, Audio-visual presentations,
Teleconferences and occasional discussion sessions through Webcasted and FM
channels may be introduced.

Personal Contact Programme (PCP): Each accredited Study Centre organises
PCP Sessions on weekends/holidays and notifies the same to the students. Students
are recommended to read their SLMs/SIMs thoroughly before participating in the
PCP session to find it immensely useful. For each 100 marks of a theoretical paper
there will be maximum 12 PCP sessions of 2 hours’ duration each. During these
sessions, teachers will help the students with their course work. Attendance at PCPs
are optional for most Programmes, unless otherwise specified.

Practical Session: Practical Sessions or Laboratory Counselling-cum-Evaluation
Sessions (LCES), for elective and subsidiary subjects of science stream, are arranged
by the University for the students who have enrolled for the particular subjects.
Centre for practical work will be allotted by the University. There are three practical
courses for the three years of study of each elective science subject (except EMT
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in which the lab based paper EMT-16 is in 3 year). The practical work for elective
subjects is generally arranged during Puja vacation as far as practicable for 12
(twelve) days from 9 A.M. to 5 P.M. each day. Regular attendance throughout the
practical session by each and every student is mandatory. Practical work in subsidiary
subject will be held in some selected centres for 10 days in the 6th semester and/
or 5th semester. A circular with details of venue and schedule for practical sessions
will be sent to the respective Study Centre and also published in our official website
(www.wbnsou.ac.in).

13. Language of Instruction

As a State level endeavour, the BDP courses run by the University are offered in
Bengali medium. A student is, however, free to write answers to home assignments
and in term-end examinations in English. But, is such cases mixing of language that
is some part in Bengali and some part in English is not acceptable.

14. Evaluation Method: The ‘Credit System’ (Choice Based)

The University offers Bachelor Degree Programmes (BDP) for fourteen Elective
Subjects at Honours level [Bengali (EBG), English (EEG), History (EHI), Economics
(EEC), Political Science (EPS), Public Administration (EPA), Sociology (ESO), Physics
(EPH), Chemistry (ECH), Mathematics (EMT), Botany (EBT), Zoology (EZO),
Geography (EGR) and Commerce (ECO)]. Student is free to choose any elective
subject as mentioned above which is equivalent to the Honours/ Major courses of
all other conventional Universities. However, depending on the choice of the elective
subjects the student can opt for one subsidiary subject (consisting of three papers
each of 100 marks). In addition to this she/he have to take four compulsory subjects
(Foundation Course), one Application Oriented subject (AOC) and Environmental
Studies (ENVS).

For the theoretical papers the Students would be subject to continuous evaluation
in the form of Assignments. In compiling results 30% will come from the Assignment
evaluation (A) and 70% from the performance in the term-end examination

(B).

In case of Practical Papers in science subjects, continuous evaluation is done
during Practical Counselling Session.

Continuous evaluation of theoretical papers is made on the basis of assignment
which every student is required to submit before each Term-End Examination.

Term-End Examinations are held at the end of every semester/ year. Students who
intend to appear at a Term-End Examination are required to fill in application forms
as per notification issued by the Examination Department of the University (134/1,
Meghnad Saha Sarani, Kolkata-700 029) from time to time.

The student who fails to appear in a particular Term-End Examination may avail
himself / herself in the subsequent once to clear a backlog.
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It is also noteworthy that the marks obtained in each paper would be a summation
of Assignment Marks (A) and Term-End Examination Marks (B) recalculated in 30%
and 70% weightages respectively. Rounding of marks (obtained out of 100), following
the usual procedure, is allowed only paper-wise — while calculating the ‘Marks
Obtained’ (A+B) for each individual paper, as narrated in the Mark Sheet.

One credit is considered to be equivalent to 30 (thirty) hours of study time (which
includes all the learning activities) devoted by the learner her/ himself.

NSOU always endeavours to adhere to its academic calendar wherein conducting the
Term-End Examinations and publishing results are given top most priority. However,
being on Open University NSOU has to share a lot insofar as the infrastructural facilities
of many other Institutes are concerned. Therefore, in the event of some unlikely issues
cropping up beyond the control of the University, some unintentional deviations from
the academic calendar may occur. Such unintentional deviations cannot be totally
ruled out. In such cases NSOU will always strive to minimise such delays. Despite its
best efforts, NSOU, however, cannot guarantee finalization of the results in some cases.
In those cases pending finalization of the result of the last examination, before the
commencement of the next examination, the students concerned may be advised to fill
in the application form for examination within the scheduled date. But in case a student
is found to have cleared the earlier examination after filling up of the application form
for the next examination, the application shall be treated as cancelled.

16. Evaluation Process

The Evaluation of each subject will be made in two ways:

a) Assignment / Internal Assessment:

Assignments have a very important role to play in the teaching-learning process in
distance education. There may be long spatial distance between a learner and
distance education institution which is bridged by sending assignments to the learners
and requiring them to reply the questions there in. The learners answer the
assignment questions and send back which are then evaluated by the evaluators/
academic counsellors/distance teachers. The assignment responses reflect what
the learners have understood and learnt. The assignments are then returned to the
learners with the comments/remarks of the evaluator so that the assignment answers
may serve the purpose of providing feedback to the learners and inform them their
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strengths and weaknesses. These comments carry the meaningful and constructive
suggestions of the evaluator which further form the bases of successful learning.
Thus, the assignments serve the purpose of two-way communication between the
learner and evaluator/academic counsellors/distance teacher despite physical
distances between the two.

Students will be required to submit assignment papers for each subject and the
credit obtained on evaluation of those assignment papers will be entered into his/
her individual record of performance. This will constitute 30% of the total credit
points in the subjects. All the credit points secured by the students will be progressively
entered into record.

Every student is required to submit the assignment papers before each Term-End
Examination which is due at the end of each semester. But in no case a student
shall be allowed to fill in the Application Form to sit for the examination if he/she has
not submitted assignment paper within the due date as announced by the Examination
Department of the University from time to time. Students are required to take back
the copy of the evaluated assignment papers from their respective study centre.

b) Term-End Examinations :

70% of the total credit points of the subjects would be reserved for Term-End

Examination scheduled to be held at the end of each semester.

Minimum qualifying marks in each subject is 35% of the grand total of marks in that

subject (Term-End Examination Marks + Total Assignment Mark.)

c) Practical Examination /Laboratory Counselling-cum-Evaluation Sessions
(LCES) for Lab based subjects (except EMT-16):

Practical Sessions or Laboratory Counselling-cum-Evaluation Session (LCES), for
elctive and subsidiary subjects of science stream, are arranged by the University for
the students who have enrolled for the particular subjects. Centre for practical work
will be allotted by the University.

Other State Universities recognize the degrees of Open University, and graduates

from Netaji Subhas Open University are eligible for admission to post-graduate

courses offered by these universities.

18. General Guideline of Examination System

I. Semester System:

The structure of the syllabus is delineated in term of semester each of 6-month
duration. However, at present the Term-End Examination (TEE) are being held on
completion of a year (i.e. two semesters). The yearly TEE results are shown in the
Progress Report. However, the final result published after clearing of all this Papers
will be given in the Marksheet.

Il. Review System:

The University has no formal review system for BDP course. As such, it takes all
possible precautions at every step of examination/evaluation/publication of results,
so that no student may feel affected.

lll. Change of Examination Schedule:

As such the scheduled date of Examinations will not be changed (even to
accommodate any other/ public examinations). However, in any unavoidable
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circumstances the date of Examination may be changed and in such cases the
decision of the University will be final.

IV. Examination Centre:

Examination may be conducted at Regional Centre of NSOU or at any Government
Affiliated Institution. However, decision of the University in this regard is final.

V. Examination Day:

University can fixup the examination date either on weekends or on working days.
However, decision of the University in this regard is final.

VI. Cleared/ Pass:

A student who has cleared a paper in an examination shall not be permitted to
reappear in that paper in subsequent examinations. A student who has successfully
completed a course he/ she has registered for, shall not be permitted to reappear
in that course.

VIl. Irregular appearance:

If a student appears in examination without valid Admit Card issued by Controller’s
office or without roll no. his/ her appearance in examination will be treated as
irregular and his/ her answer script will not be evaluated.

VIII. Availability of Answer Script:

Written assessed answer script for all University Examinations shall not be preserved
by the University beyond three months from the respective dates of publication results.

For any other information related to examinations, the NSOU website and/or the
Examination Department of the University may be visited or contacted.

19. Study Centre

The University provides various student-support services through a network of study
centres. A list of Study Centres along with the subjects offered is enclosed. These
centres cover all the districts of the State & are located at convenient points connected
by public transport. A study centre is placed under the supervision of a coordinator
to be monitored by the Governing Body through the Principal of the College, and
assisted by the staff of his office. It provides all information including prospectus and
application forms for enrolment.

At the beginning of each session, study centres invite the students for an induction
meeting where they are familiarized with the aims, objectives and activities of the
University and the methodology of Distance Education.

The Study Centres draw schedules of counselling sessions and notify the same for
the students. Normally, the counselling sessions are held during weekends and
periods of vacation of the host institutions.

Study Centres distribute the home assignment papers received from the University
and arrange for their evaluation.

Prospectus, SLMs/SIMs, Assignments, Information etc. are not issued by the
Headquarters to the students directly. Students should contact the Study Centres
for all their requirements.

In short, each Study Centre acts as the day-to-day link between the students and
the University. Students are expected to conduct themselves in a worthy and dignified
manner to maintain high academic and moral standards.

You have to verify your filled-in admission form or eligibility criteria from your selected
Study Centre (as printed on your filled-in admission form).

After paying the admission fees the filled in admission form should be submitted to
your selected Study Centre along with authenticated photocopies of relevant
documents.

Can | change my Study Centre?

Application for change of Study Centre after taking admission can be made together
with a fee of Rs. 500/- (payable through DD drawn in favour of Netaji Subhas Open
University payable at Kolkata). Such application will be considered under
circumstances like change of place of service, shifting of family and change of
marital status only with documentary evidence.

Lost my Enrollment-cum-ldentity Card, what should | do?

The applicant must register a General Missing Dairy (GD) with local police station
at earliest. To get a duplicate Enrollment-cum-Identity Card you should write an
application addressed to the Registrar of this University along with a DD of Rs. 500/-
(drawn in favour of Netaji Subhas Open University payable at Kolkata) and the
GD. The application must be forwarded by the Study Centre Coordinator with official
seal.
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Can | choose my Study Centre, or shall the university allot me the Study
Centre?

You can choose your Study Centre as per your convenience. However, since all
your programmes are not available at all the Study Centres, you should ensure that
the course you are applying for is available at the Study Centre opted by you.
Normally the Centre opted by you shall be allotted to you. However, in exceptional/
unavoidable cases the University may allot a different Centre to you and in such
cases the decision of the University is final.

How should | pay the course fee?

The fee can be paid through online (via payment gateway) and offline (through
bank challan) mode. For more details regarding payment method, please see the
detail admission notification or guideline for online admission process in the University
website.

Can | send my application form by post, or is it required to be submitted in
person?

You cannot send application form by post as there is process for verification of
eligibility criteria in the admission step at your selected Study Centre.

What | am required to do after submission of my application form?

After submission of application form at Study Centre and subsequently processed
at the Headquarters and if you are found eligible for admission, you will receive from
your Study Centre an Enrollment-cum-Identity Card as proof of your admission
along with detailed information about your enrolment number, Study Centre, subject
of study etc.

If I want to withdraw myself from the programme after confirmation of my
admission, shall | get my fee refunded?

Fees once paid for admission to a particular course will not be refunded (for further
refund policy visit our admission website). It is also not adjustable against any other
course of this University.

Can | change my Subject after admission?

Application for change of subject after admission in BDP course will not be entertained
under any circumstances. The candidates should, therefore, be very careful as
regards the choice of course/subject of study before taking admission.

Can | join two programme of NSOU at a time?

A student is permitted to take admission for only one Bachelor Degree Programme
(BDP) of NSOU during his/her tenure of enrolment in the University. Any violation of
this rule will lead to cancellation of the candidature of the students concerned and
in such cases no fees will be refunded. However, a Student of the BDP course can
take simultaneous admission in any one Diploma/ Certificate/ Training Programme
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of the University. But, in the event of any clash of dates arises in counselling and/
or examinations schedule between the two programmes taken, the University will not
be in a position to make any adjustments for its mitigation.

How can | receive support if | have doubts while studying the materials?

We provide face-to-face contact between learners and tutors/counsellors at Study

Yes, the assignments for all theory paper are compulsory. It means you need to
submit the assignments per paper within the stipulated time for being eligible to
appear in the term-end examination. The assignments carry 30% weightage in the
final result.

When and where should | submit the assignments?

You should submit the assignment response at your study centre as per the date
mentioned in the assignment.

If I cannot complete my programme in three years what will be the fate of
submitted assignments?

All the assignments submitted earlier will be carried forward till your registration
validity period.

Can | improve my assignment grade by re-doing them?

No, you cannot improve an assignment grade in any circumstances.
