establish the poem's ambitious scope and serious themes. 

4. Explore Chaucer's use of satire in the General Prologue to Canterbury 

Tales to expose moral and social failings of the time.

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8. In what ways does Eliot explore the idea of a 'Waste land' as both physical 

and symbolic ? Explain. 

9. How does Dylan Thomas explore the relationship between flesh and soul, 

nature and destruction in "This Bread I Break" ?   

10. Explore how Elizabeth Barrett Browning uses religious and spiritual 

imagery in "How Do I love Thee ?".
