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Tel Aviv, June 18 (AP) : The conflict between Iran and Israel entered its
sixth day with full force as both the nations traded missile strikes on
Wednesday. As the conflict escalates, Iran's Supreme Leader Ayatollah Ali
Khamenei stated that Israel has "made a huge mistake" and will be
'‘punished’ for its attack on Iran. Meanwhile, Israel has launched fresh
attacks against Tehran. US President Donald Trump on the other hand,
sated that Iran has 'nmo air defence systems and is defenceless' as he
hinted towards strikes against the country. During the early hours of

Wednesday, sirens sounded across Israel twice within an hour as Iran
launched strikes, said the Israel Defence Forces. Sirens sounded again in

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Leeds, June 18 (UNI) : England have named their playing XI for the
opening Test of the mach-awaited five-match series against India, set to
begin on Friday, June 20, at Headingley in Leeds. The series marks the
inauguration for the newly minted Tendulkar-Anderson Trophy and kicks
off the 2025-27 World Test Championship cycle for both sides. Veteran all-
rounder Chris Woakes makes a return to the Test team for the first time
since December, reinforcing England's seam attack and lower-order
batting. Also included in Durham pacer Brydon Carse, who will play his
maiden home Test after previously featuring in five away fixtures in
Pakistan and New Zealand. The biggest talking point, however, is the
retention of Ollie Pope at No. 3. Despite mounting competition from 21-
year-old Jacob Bethell, Pope has held onto his spot. Bethell had impressed
on England's New Zealand tour last winter and showed his talent again
during the recent white-ball series against West Indies. However, he opted
to play the IPL with Royal Challengers Bengaluru instead of the recent
Zimbabwe Test.
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
